- Pullover: If you must use your phone, stop in a safe location

- Use Technology: Activate Do Not Disturb While Driving

April serves as an important reminder that distracted driving is 100% preventable and deadly when ignored. In 2024
alone, distracted driving claimed 3,208 lives, averaging nine fatalities every day in the United States. Taking your
eyes off the road for just a few seconds to read or send a text is equivalent to driving the length of a football field
without looking. The message is simple: if you're behind the wheel, driving is the only job. Put the phone away and
keep safety in sight—every mile, every day.
